Mount St. Anne’s is a development, in two phases, of 650 
dwellings and 2,000 Sqm of non- residential uses including 
offices and shops, a medical clinic, a crèche, a gym, a 
Parish hall and some priest’s accommodation. There are a 
total of 480 apartments and 170 family houses and duplexes 
with an average density of 75 dwellings per hectare / 30 
dwellings per acre.  An innovative prefabricated concrete 
structural system was designed by OMP in conjunction with 
Engineers DBFL to radically accelerate the construction 
programme and to ensure an enhanced quality throughout. 

Hanover Quay is a mixed use development in the Grand 
Canal Dock area comprises 195 apartments and a 600sqm 
crèche, with retail and commercial units overlooking 
Hanover Quay. Prefabrication and off site assembly were 
used throughout, including precast loadbearing concrete 
panelling, prefabricated balconies, and pod bathrooms 
and kitchens.  The building was constructed from the 
internal floor plates, avoiding the need for scaffolding. The 
basement is designed to be naturally ventilated to minimise 
cost and maintenance of M+E, and all required plant areas 
are designed so as to allow safe handling, installation and 
maintenance of equipment. In addition, a ventilated void and 
impermeable membrane were used to maximise flexible 
uses within certain basement areas. 

Our predecessor practice, Delany MacVeigh and Pike 
were designing modular precast and timber frame systems 
with Sisk Contractors as far back as 1968, when speedy 
social housing roll out was also a priority for the state.  As 
a practice, we are continuing to explore, research and 
apply the latest thinking on rapid delivery building systems 
and are currently developing proposals to include cross 
laminated timber structural systems, SIPs structural 
panelling and more advanced concrete systems.

OMP Standard / BIM Document

OMP has developed the OMP Standard; a fully PAS 
1192 suite and BS 1192(2007)+A2(2016) compliant office 
standard, and implemented it across both of our offices.

The OMP standards, methods and procedures stemming 
from the OMP Standard have been developed with 
scalability to a multidisciplinary delivery team in mind. 

Autodesk Revit is the chosen BIM platform used at 
O’Mahony Pike and the office has access to the three 
most recent releases; 2015, 2016 and 2017, allowing us 
to collaborate with Autodesk-enabled external parties 
seamlessly. In the event of the use of software suites from 
alternative vendors by project collaborators, we have the 
capabilities and expertise to overcome interoperability 
issues in line with project-agreed collaborative standards, 
working under the BIM Protocol. 

As part of our Autodesk BIM platform licencing package 
we also have access to Navisworks Simulate, AutoCAD and 
some A360 cloud services.

Most of our staff have undergone Autodesk Revit 
‘Essentials’ training, with staff members who are not 
currently working on Revit projects eager to start. As 
the industry is at a point of transition when it comes to 
BIM. Some existing projects are being developed using 
AutoCAD and the transition to Revit is happening on a by-
project basis where practical. We have the resources to 
undertake all information management roles as outlined in 
PAS1192-2:2013.

Each project is championed by at least one project-
dedicated BIM coordinator (dependent on the project 
scale), who has surpassed the level of ‘Advanced’ Revit 
training. BIM information is developed and shared under 
direction from, and closely monitored by, our in-house BIM 
Manager in line with our aforementioned office standards 
and shared project standards.  
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There are currently 18 live large scale BIM projects in 
progress at O’Mahony Pike Architects.

Introduction

OMP operates at both level 1 and level 2 BIM maturity (explained on next page – BIM 
Maturity). This document is issued as standard to all OMP clients in order to promote a 
level of understanding in regard to the services offered by our design teams due to the 
many misconceptions as to what exactly BIM is. 

BIM

BIM stands for ‘Building Information Modelling’ and its implementation is actually the 
digitisation of the construction industry. This is achieved through the introduction 
of standard processes, systems and tools focused on controlling the quality of 
information through planned management processes and collaborative exchanges. 
These procedures instil an inherent transparency of responsibility as to whom is 
responsible for producing what information, and when, throughout the various design 
and construction processes. OMP’s standard methods and procedures have been 
designed and implemented to deliver these controls on projects and we now work in 
one consistent way, in regard to information management and file naming, even if there 
are no information requirements on a project.

A Building Information Model is fundamentally a uniformly organised database full of 
reliable and accurate data for a built asset containing all of its information from cradle 
to grave. As designers we are responsible for generating the BIM, which will be used 
and populated by others throughout the asset’s lifecycle. This allows records to start 
based on an organised framework, beginning with the live audit trail made up of our 
information exchanges, decisions and documentation. An up-to-date and maintained 
set of 2D drawings with a corresponding excel database using naming conventions 
is a Building Information Model, it is just a more difficult model to manage due to the 
number of individual files requiring manual updating. 

In short, the main difference between a ‘BIM project’ and a ‘traditional project’ is that 
at the end of the construction process there can be an accurate information resource 
for the built asset and an audit trail for all decisions, exchanges and a record of all 
produced information from the design and construction process accompanying the 
physically constructed asset, should it be required. The idea where the design team 
and contractor simply drop off the keys to the newly constructed asset and walk 
away once it’s built, is replaced with a detailed O&M/Facilities Management manual 
containing the information of what exactly has been installed. This detailed information 
repository provides a resource which can be relied upon for managing the asset during 
its lifecycle e.g. planning refurbishment works without requiring a survey to be carried 
out (i.e. location of wires in a wall is noted), as well as containing warranties of installed 
elements and who installed them. 

It is worth noting that the information requirements for every project will differ due to 
a client’s specific needs. Information requirements are defined by how the asset will 
be managed, made to fetch a better price when being sold as a complete package, or 
when tendering for FM services. These requirements will need more input (i.e. more 
work) and very careful planning depending on the particulars of the deliverable.  There 
is no such thing as the mythical ‘BIM button’, and although everything is modelled 
in three dimensions by default using Revit, this is mainly for coordination purposes 
and does not produce a finished piece automatically. For example, the production of 
rendered models, VR animations and CGIs are separate and specific workflows from 
modelling. 

Virtual Design and Construction (VDC)

Clash detection is a process enabled by the use of Revit, where the 3D coordinated 
sizes of modelled elements allows cross-discipline tolerance-based virtual on-
site coordination to be carried out, helping to iron out issues prior to their costly 
manifestation on site. Options analysis using energy modelling with results based on 
reliable data is also possible to ensure more efficient buildings. Construction phasing 
(4D modelling) can be carried out in the virtual realm allowing the building to be built, 
and solutions to arisen problems found, before a physical tool is lifted. VDC (Virtual 
Prototyping) processes help in achieving zero-clash construction and much more 
efficient buildings in terms of running costs over their lifecycles. VDC and 3D modelling 
are commonly referred to as ‘BIM’, however, these are actually processes enabled by the 
software vendors’ BIM platforms and they are not the all-encompassing definition of ‘BIM’.

BIM Maturity

For a metaphorical explanation of the levels of BIM maturity, based on the potential 
outputs; Imagine the BIM project output as a book of definitions accompanying the 
asset at handover. This book is written by multiple parties with specific expertise 
pertaining to each section which determine exactly what they put into the building. 

Traditionally AutoCAD, Sketchup and Excel workflows are used to generate information 
without any shared standards for file naming etc. Each discipline creates their 
information in isolation using multiple files. Version control is difficult and there is little to 
no practical change management. There are no consistent records as to who provided 
what information and when. The building is constructed and the team walks away 
without providing their information for inclusion in a collated ‘book’.

With the introduction of BIM, it is shared knowledge that the audience of this particular 
book only speak English, the reader will refer to each section in isolation from the rest 
of the book and, most importantly, will want the book at the end of process in order to 
assess and manage various aspects of the in-use asset. If some sections are written in 
a language different to English, or the definition is not in the correct place, the book is 
unreliable and therefore inoperable. 

The editor (Project Information Manager) is in charge of collating all parties’ information 
and assembling the book for handover with the constructed asset. The introduction of 
shared standards across all parties’ information ensures the necessary consistencies 
across all information. The PIM defines that the book must be written in English so that 
it can be read as intended, using a certain template for the individual sections so that 
the information can be found easily and collated uniformly. These standards enable the 
3 levels of ‘BIM maturity’:

Level 1 – AutoCAD and Excel workflows output files which are named in a standard 
manner and stored in a system supporting version control and quality management. 
Multiple files reference each other but there is very little live-linking and no automated 
synchronisation. Cohesive standards make it easy to find information and the live 
‘audit trail’ updates the required output BIM for FM on a constant basis. There is still a 
separate process of collating the ‘book’ at the end due to all of the separate files.

Level 2 – Revit (BIM Platform) is used to develop ‘intelligent’ models containing all 
graphical and non-graphical information in one place. The ‘intelligence’ is brought about 
through the use of attribute information applied to dimensionally accurate geometric 
forms which is modelled in one place, ensuring that there is only ever one live version. 
This introduces automated change management through synchronised information 
models. All output files are named in accordance with shared project standards in a 
system which supports version control and quality management. This workflow is still a 
little bit fragmented because the project information is separated into each disciplines’ 
individual models, but they are much more detailed and enable clash detection. All 
models are linked together using shared geographical coordinates. The ‘book’ is easily 
assembled as there are fewer files to be collected at the end, and more consistencies 
throughout.

Level 3 – It is envisaged that everyone will work in the same model simultaneously, 
but due to the limitations of contracts and hardware, this level of collaboration is not 
yet possible today. The same BIM platforms are used to develop information, and the 
outputs are identical to those at level 2 BIM maturity. Level 3 refers to the workflow 
which removes the fragmentation introduced by the current necessity of separate 
models. This method of working requires new contracts supporting cross-discipline 
concurrent-engineering and fully collaborative processes to be drawn up, as well as 
vast amounts of hardware investment and increased broadband speeds in order to 
become a reality. The ‘book’ would be produced in tandem with all modelling in one 
central project model.
